Part |
Lesson 1: Introduction
What is Astrology?

Astrology is the science that explores the action of celestial
bodies upon animate and inanimate objects, and their reac-
tions to such influences. Astrology has its place among the
earliest records of human learning. It is the parent of
astronomy; for many years they were one science. Now,
astronomy is a science of distances, magnitudes, masses, mo-
tions, speeds, locations, and so on, based upon observations
made with instruments like the telescope. Astronomy may
therefore be termed an ‘‘objective’’ science, while astrology
must be termed a ‘‘subjective’’ science. Thus, the charting of
the horoscope is really an astronomical process; the judgment
or delineation of the horoscope is an astrological process.
Astrology also deals with angles between the planets and
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their observed effect upon humanity. The signs are a way of
dividing the heavens; so are the houses, but they are based
upon the place of birth. The sign may be considered the field
of action; the house is the place where the action occurs, and
the planet is the motivating power or force.

Astrology teaches us that there is harmony and symmetry in
the universe and that everyone is part of the whole. Thus, you
should try to understand astrology as a philosophy which
helps to explain life, and not as a predictive art or science. The
purpose of astrology is not to blame the planets for what hap-
pens to us, but, on the contrary, to learn about ourselves by
planetary indication. When we see ourselves clearly we can
discover within ourselves new qualities, and thus our lives can
become more fulfilled, purposeful and productive.

Originally, astrology was divided into four parts:

Natural or physical: the action of the planets on the tides,
weather, atmosphere and seasons.

Mundane or judicial: the astrology of nations, their
economic and political cycles.

Natal or genethliacal: the astrology of individuals and the
study of their birth charts,

Horary: the study of some particular question that occurs at
some moment in time and place.

In this book we will be concerned with natal astrology.

There are two kinds of astrology practiced in the west. One
is called tropical astrology; the other, sidereal. Tropical
astrology gives the position of a planet by sign. Sidereal
astrology gives the position by constellation. To understand
the difference between the two, we must understand the dif-
ference between the signs and the constellations. Both have the
same names, which can cause considerable confusion to begin-
ners. Approximately 4,000 years ago, when on the vernal
equinox, the first day of spring, the Sun was in the constella-
tion of Aries, there was no difference. The signs and the con-
stellations coincided. Now, because of precession, the slow
wobble of the Earth about its axis, the Sun enters the vernal
equinox in the sign of Aries but in the constellation of Pisces.

The sign§ are divisions of space along a circle called the
ecliptic. The ecliptic is the path through the heavens that all of
the planets appear to follow. There are 360 degrees in a circle,
and there are twelve signs, each occupying a segment of exact-

ly thirty degrees. 30 x 12=360. Aries is the name given to the
first thirty-degree sector of space that begins with the vernal
equinox.

Thus signs are calculated from what astrologers call the
Aries ingress, or the point at which the Sun reaches 0° Aries.
This point is now located in the constellation Pisces. We men-
tion this here, right at the beginning, because you will meet
people who are familiar with astronomy or sidereal astrology
who may attempt to undermine your confidence by insisting
that if you think your Sun is, for example, in Aries, you were
really born with your Sun in the constellation of Pisces. You
are both right, so there is no need to argue about it. Sidereal
and tropical astrology are based upon different principles, and
both are valid. In this book, we will be teaching you tropical
astrology.

What is a Horoscope?

The word horoscope means ‘‘hour pointer.”” It is a map or
diagram of the heavens erected to determine the potentials and
characteristics of a person born at a specific time and place
upon the planet Earth. This diagram is also called a natal
chart, a radical chart or a nativity. In order to construct an ac-
curate horoscope, it is essential to have the exact birthtime and
the exact latitude and longitude of the birthplace. It is wise to
remember, right from the beginning, not to erect a horoscope
unless the data can be verified from official records. Your
mother’s testimony that you were born at a certain time is
probably inaccurate. It may lead to hours of wasted time and
effort, and finally to doubting the validity of astrology,
because the horoscope and the person won’t seem to match.
To erect a birth chart is relatively easy for anyone who can
add, subtract, and multiply. However, the reading or delinea-
tion of a chart calls for judgment and the ability to deduce
what is likely to happen under certain astrological conditions.
The intricacies of astrology take considerable learning, time,
practice and, most of all, serious reflection and application.
In this book we will teach you the meanings of the signs,
planets, houses and aspects. After you have acquired some
knowledge of these basic elements of astrology and learned
how to read a natal horoscope, then you will be ready to

calculate one. Keep in mind that you are really learning a new
kind of symbolic language, and only by rote and application
will you become fluent in it.

The astrology you learn will enable you to view the events
that occur in your life and in the lives of others more in-
telligently. This is because you will be able to see and under-
stand what forces are operating, and you will learn to see how
these forces correspond to what is happening. However,
always remember that your free will and your attitude will
determine how much or how little use you make of the talents
and potentials you were born with. The choice is yours.

The Natural or Flat Wheel

On page 7 you will find what astrologers call a natural or flat
wheel. In order to familiarize yourself with the construction of
the natal horoscope, you will now learn where the twelve signs
belong in the natural horoscope. You can either write in the
book, or if you prefer, you can draw your own wheel.

Start by placing the symbol for Aries in its correct position
on the eastern point of the chart. This point is the boundary
line between the twelfth and first houses. This line is called the
first house cusp, and it is given a very special name, the Ascen-
dant or rising sign. Put the symbol for Aries near the point
where the cusp meets the circle.

Next, move down counterclockwise to the cusp of the se-
cond house, the line dividing the first and second houses. At
the point at which this cusp meets the circle, place the symbol
for Taurus.

Again, move counterclockwise to the cusp of the third
house and place the symbol for Gemini in its proper place.

Continue around the circle until you have inserted the sym-
bol for each sign (as given in the chart on page 4) in its proper
place in the chart. You should finish with the sign Pisces on
the cusp of the twelfth house. You may check your work by
comparing it with the completed chart in the Appendix (see
page 282).

The Elements

We sort the twelve signs of the zodiac into groups with certain
common characteristics. One way to do this is by tempera-
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ment. This grouping is said to be by element or triplicity, and
is as follows:

Fire signs: Aries, Leo and Sagittarius. These signs are fiery,
ardent, enthusiastic, spontaneous, self-sufficient and roman-
tic. Misused, they can be bossy and too forceful.

Earth signs: Taurus, Virgo and Capricorn. These signs are
practical, earthy, dependable, conservative and sensual. They
love material comforts and have good recuperative powers.
Misused, they can be dull and too materialistic.

Air signs: Gemini, Libra and Aquarius. These signs can
communicate well; they tend to be intellectual, and they are
able to handle abstract reasoning. They are logical, broad-
minded, objective, idealistic and unprejudiced. Misused, they
can be cold and impractical.

Water signs: Cancer, Scorpio and Pisces. These signs are
feeling, sustaining and receptive. They are emotional, in-
tuitive, responsive, sensitive and deep. They tend to be suscep-
tible to moods, and are easily influenced by the environment.
Remember that water is found in three forms: liquid (water),
frozen (ice) and gaseous (steam). Cancer is the liquid form;
Scorpio is the frozen form, and Pisces is the gaseous form.
Misused, these signs can be self-indulgent, self-pitying and
wavering. ,

Using your flat wheel you will now place the proper
elements with their correct signs. In order to do this you must
first understand that the sign on the cusp of each house is the
sign that has precedence in that house. Place the word *‘fire”’
in the three houses that are related to the fire signs. To do this,
you will place the word ‘“fire’’ in the first house (Aries), in the
fifth house (Leo), and in the ninth house (Sagittarius). Con-
tinue to do this with the three other elements until each house
contains the name of one element. For example, the sixth
house should contain the word ‘‘earth’’, the eleventh house
the word “‘air’’, etc. You may check your work against the
completed chart in the Appendix (page 282).

The Qualities

We can also divide the twelve signs of the zodiac. into three
groups of four signs each; the signs in each.group have certain
qualities in common. Each group has a distinct mode of
operating in life. The qualities or quadruplicities are:
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Figure 2: Natural or Flat Wheel This is the wheel of the tweive houses
of the zodiac showing the directions (east, west, north, and south) and
the meridian and horizon lines. As you proceed with lesson 1, you will
put the information that we give you into the proper houses on the
chart. You may want to draw your own chart. You can do this by draw-
ing a circle and dividing it into twelve sections, numbering the houses
as below, and writing in the words “Ascendant,” and so on, as we
have done here.

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Cardinal signs: Aries, Cancer, Libra and Capricorn. These
signs are the four cardinal points of the compass: east, west,
north and south. Aries is east; Libra is west; Cancer is north,
and Capricorn is south. These signs are called cardinal because
they govern the change of the seasons: Aries, spring; Cancer,
summer; Libra, fall; and Capricorn, winter. Cardinal signs are
initiatory, active, ardent, ambitious, enthusiastic and indepen-
dent. Their minds are quick and insatiable. Used negatively,
they can be hasty, inconsiderate and domineering; they may
fail to finish what they start.

Fixed signs: Taurus, Leo, Scorpio and Aquarius. These
signs are the middle month of each season. Whereas the car-
dinal signs bring the transition between seasons, the fixed
signs are firmly set in the middle of each season. The fixed
signs are determined, able to concentrate, stable, resolute, ac-
cumulative and dignified. Their minds are penetrating, and
their memories are excellent. They achieve results slowly but
surely. Used negatively, they can be stubborn, egotistical and
too entrenched in their particular ways of looking at things.

Mutable signs (also called common signs): Gemini, Virgo,
Sagittarius and Pisces. These signs are the closing month of
each season. This is the time to complete the work of this
season while planning for the new season to come. The
mutable signs are versatile, adaptable, changeable, subtle,
sympathetic and intuitive. Their minds are ingenious and flexi-
ble. Used negatively, they can be deceptive, crafty, inconstant
and undependable. ‘

Returning again to your flat wheel you will now insert the
proper quality for each of the twelve signs. To do this, start by
placing the word ‘‘cardinal’’ in each house related to a car-
dinal sign: thus, you will write ‘‘cardinal’’ in the first house
(Aries), in the fourth house (Cancer), in the seventh house
(Libra), and in the tenth house (Capricorn). Continue placing
the words “‘fixed’’ and ‘‘mutable’’ in the proper houses.
Again, check the accuracy of your work against the completed
flat wheel in the Appendix.

Rulerships

Each sign of the zodiac has a planetary ruler, a planet that is
harmonious in temperament with the sign it rules. The sign
rulerships are as follows:

On the flat wheel insert the proper planetary symbol in the
house that corresponds to the sign of that house. For example,
insert the symbol for Mars in the first house (Aries); the symbol
for Venus in the second house (Taurus), and so on until there
is a planetary symbol in each of the twelve houses.

The Houses

The houses can also be classified into three groups of four houses
each; these correspond to the qualities of the signs previously
discussed. Each house group shares characteristics in common,
which we shall discuss in detail later in this book. The houses
are grouped as follows:

The angular houses: first, fourth, seventh and tenth.

The succedent houses: second, fifth, eighth and ecleventh.

The cadent houses: third, sixth, ninth and twelfth.

On your flat wheel, place the word “angular” in the first, fourth,
seventh and tenth houses; the word “succedent” in the second,
fifth, eighth and eleventh houses and the word “cadent” in the
third, sixth, ninth and twelfth houses.

In astrology, each house has a meaning, which will be fully
explained in lesson 4. To help you understand the significance
of each of the houses, at this point we will give you one keyword
for each house to insert on the flat wheel. Note that opposite
houses have opposite keywords.

First house: 1 or me (the person whose chart it is)
Seventh house: you (the other person)
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Second house: mine (what belongs to me)
Eighth house: yours (possessions of others)

Third house: here (my immediate environment)
Ninth house: there (more distant places)

Fourth house: private (my private life)
Tenth house: public (my public life)

Fifth house: love given (the love I give)
Eleventh house: love received (the love I receive)

Sixth house: physical health (the state of my body)
Twelfth house: mental health (the state of my mind)

On the flat wheel write each keyword in the appropriate
house. »

All functions and energies in nature follow the
positive/negative principle. Astrology is no exception. The
signs of the zodiac are divided into positive and negative, or in
astrological terms, active and passive signs, also called
masculine and feminine. All odd-numbered signs (the fire and
air signs) are considered active. All even-numbered signs (the
earth and water signs) are considered passive. Please write the
words ‘‘active’’ and ‘‘passive’’ in the appropriate houses on
the flat wheel.

Summary

You have now completed your flat wheel and have been in-
troduced to some of the basic elements of a horoscope. Every
profession has its tools: the carpenter works with a saw and
hammer, the surveyor with a transit and the astrologer with a
horoscope. In order to become proficient a person must learn
to handle the tools of that profession well. In this lesson, you
have taken the first step in learning how to use the horoscope.
In the next few lessons, we shall study each of these basic
elements in detail to learn more about them.

Before proceeding to lesson 2 you should memorize the
symbols given on page 4. Write each. symbol until you feel
comfortable writing it and until you know what each symbol
means automatically. Then you will have the basic alphabet of
astrology.




Lesson 2: The Signs
Introduction

In lesson 1 you learned that there are twelve signs in the
zodiac, and that each of these signs has a natural planetary
ruler. You also learned that there are different ways of group-
ing these signs. We pointed out that each sign is a field of ac-
tion in which the planetary forces operate. Each sign has a full
range of possibilities, and the individual has the option of us-
ing what the sign indicates in a positive or beneficial manner,
on the one hand, or in a negative or abusive manner on the
other.

In this lesson we will focus our attention only on the signs.
How each planet operates in a particular sign and what that
means will be discussed in later lessons. What you learn here
you can later apply to any planet found in any sign. For exam-
ple, you will discover that Aries is bold and dynamic. The
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Moon represents the emotions, and when the Moon is in Aries
we would expect that person to express emotions in a bold and
dynamic manner. If Mercury is in Aries, we would expect the
individual to reason and think boldly and dynamically. First,
however, it is necessary to learn these basic modes of expres-
sion for each of the signs.

As you learn the basic qualities of each sign and then
discover where each of your own planets is located, you may
begin to express each of your planetary energies in accordance
with the positive qualities and traits of that sign.

Dual Planetary Rulerships of Signs

Reading the preceding description of the signs, you probably
noticed that both Taurus and Libra are ruled by Venus, and
both Gemini and Virgo are ruled by Mercury. Originally,
when only the Sun, Moon and five planets, Mercury, Venus,
Mars, Jupiter and Saturn, were known, each was given the
rulership over two signs. While the Sun and Moon are
technically known as luminaries, they are commonly referred
to as planets. The Sun ruled only Leo, and the Moon ruled on-
ly Cancer. However, Mars ruled both Aries and Scorpio;
Jupiter ruled both Sagittarius and Pisces; and Saturn ruled
both Capricorn and Aquarius.

As the outer planets (Uranus, Neptune and Pluto) were
discovered, they were given the rulership of Aquarius, Pisces,
and Scorpio respectively after careful observation and study.
However, to this day, Jupiter is considered to be a sub-ruler of
Pisces, Saturn a sub-ruler of Aquarius, and Mars a co-ruler of
Scorpio.-In the future, if astronomers discover two more
planets (as many astrologers predict they will), we will pro-
bably have a planetary ruler for each sign.

Lesson 3: The Planets
Introduction

In this lesson we shall consider the planets. The Sun (©) and
the Moon () are properly referred to as the luminaries, but
for the sake of simplicity, most astrologers refer to them as
planets, along with Mercury (¢), Venus (%), Mars (5°), Jupiter
(%), Saturn (h), Uranus (#), Neptune (), and Pluto ().
These planets are present in every horoscope and their in-
fluences act in everyone’s life.

Students often ask, ‘‘Does the discovery of new planets
upset the principles of astrology?’” The answer is no.
Astrologers from ancient times have known that there were
more planets influencing our life on Earth than they were
aware of. The transuranium metals did not upset chemistry
when they were first discovered. In like fashion astrology was
not upset with the discovery of Uranus in 1781 coincidental
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with the industrial revolution and the harnessing of electricity,
nor by the discovery of Neptune in 1846, heralding a time of
metaphysics and the birth of psychoanalysis, nor by the
discovery of Pluto in 1930, just prior to the beginnings of the
atomic age, the rise of dictatorships and the rebirth of under-
world crime.

Keeping the possible discovery of newer planets in mind, let
us study those planets discovered thus far. Taking the planets
in the order of their speed, not necessarily the importance they
assume in the horoscope, they are as follows:

Moon Takes 28 days to complete one cycle.

Mercury Takes 88 days to complete one orbit of the
Sun.

Venus Takes 224%4 days for one orbit of the
Sun.

Sun Takes one year to complete the cycle of
the zodiac.

Mars Takes 22 months, almost 2 years to com-
plete one cycle of the zodiac.

Jupiter Takes about 12 years for one cycle (about
one sign per year).

Saturn Takes 28-30 years for one cycle.

Uranus Takes 84 years for one cycle.

Neptune Takes 165 years for one cycle.

Pluto Takes 248 years for one cycle (estimated).

When visualizing the travel of these planets through the
twelve signs of the zodiac, please keep in mind that we are
referring to the movement of the planets around the Sun,
calculated in Earth time, with the exception of the Moon
which travels around the Earth. As previously mentioned, the
Moon is really not a planet.

Each planet is strong in the sign that it rules; this is the sign
of its dignity. Every planet also has one sign, apart from the
one it rules, where it expresses itself harmoniously; this is the
sign of its exaltation. When a planet is in the sign opposite to
the one it rules, it is in the sign of its detriment. When a planet
is in the sign opposite to its exaltation, it is in the sign of its
fall. Each of these positions will be listed in the study of each
planet. You will also find a further explanation of the dignities
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and a table listing each planet’s dignity, exaltation, detriment
and fall on page 30.

The Moon’s influence in the chart is very important because it
is the closest planet to the Earth and moves through the zodiac
rapidly. It represents the female principle: mother, wife and
women generally.

Its action
fluctuates and changes. Governs personal interests, desires,
needs, magnetism, growth and fertility, the need to touch, im-
pressionability and consciousness.

The Nodes of the Moon

The nodes are not celestial bodies; they are points in celestial
longitude where the Moon crosses over the ecliptic (or path of
the Sun). The Moon’s North Node is listed by position in the
ephemeris and the South Node is always its direct opposite,
having the same number of degrees and minutes but of the op-
posite sign. Example: If the North Node is at 10° Aries 50
then, the South Node is at 10° Libra 50°.

Exaltation: Every planet has one particular sign, apart from
the one it rules, where it expresses itself harmoniously. This is
the sign of its exaltation. The complementary forces are in-
creased and the virtues magnified. If a planet is exalted, you
feel comfortable in a friend’s home.

Fall: If a planet is in the sign opposite to its exaltation, it is
in its fall, because here it has difficulty expressing its real
nature. If a planet is in its fall, you must stay in someone else’s
home and you do not really feel comfortable there.

Lesson 4: The Houses
Learning to Interpret House Meanings

We know that the signs are fixed divisions of the heavens. The
houses, on the other hand, are relative divisions of the
heavens, depending on the birthplace and the birthtime of the
individual, The rotation of the Earth causes the signs and the
planets to pass through all twelve houses each day. The sign
that is on the eastern horizon at the exact time of birth is cailed
the Ascendant or rising sign.

Each house represents a basic field of activity. The mean-
ings of the houses are modified when they are occupied with
planets. It is important to realize from the beginning that hav-
ing no planet in a house does not mean that there is no activity
in that area. No house is ever empty; each house has a planet
that rules the sign on its cusp. Since there are twelve houses
and only ten planets, you cannot possibly have a planet in
every house,
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The houses relate to conditions, while the signs tell us about
character traits. If you were to compare astrology to acting,
you would say: The planets are the actors, the signs are the
roles they play, and the houses are the settings or situations in
which the cast portrays its roles. Mercury is always Mercury,
but in Gemini it portrays a different role than in Libra; when
Mercury is in the third house the setting is different from the
sixth house,

The houses never change position. The Ascendant (or first
house cusp) is always the eastern point of the horizon, where
the Sun appears to rise each morning. Correspondingly, the
Descendant (or seventh house cusp) is always on the western
point of the horizon, where the Sun sets each evening. The
Midheaven, commonly referred to as the MC (the tenth house
cusp) is always at the very top or southern point of the
horoscope. Its opposite point, the IC (the fourth house cusp)
is always at the lowest point of the wheel or the northern
point. The reference to the tenth house cusp as the MC stems
from its name in Latin, medium coeli, which means middle of
the heavens. The reference to the fourth house cusp as the IC
stems from the Latin, imum coeli, meaning the lowest
heavens.

As you learned in lesson 1, when you filled in the flat wheel,
each house is influenced by a sign of the zodiac; each house
has a planetary ruler, and each house is classified as angular,
succedent or cadent.

Keeping in mind that each house represents a certain field of
activity in our lives, let us now turn our attention to a detailed
explanation of the houses.

FIRST HOUSE angular

The cusp of the first house is the Ascendant or rising sign. It is
one of the most important points in the natal chart, and it
shows the exact degree and sign that was on the eastern
horizon at the moment of birth. The Earth’s rotation causes
one degree of the zodiac to rise above the eastern horizon ap-
Proximately every four minutes; for this reason, you can see
how important it is to have an accurate birthtime.
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The first house, and in particular the Ascendant, shows
your personality, your natural disposition and tendencies,
your individuality and the way you express yourself. It shows
how people see you and the way you want others to see you. It
is the way you ‘‘package’” and ‘‘market’’ yourself. It
represents your physical body, your health and your early
childhood years. It shows your approach to life, your worldly
outlook, your appearance and bearing and the beginnings of
all enterprises.

The second house shows financial affairs, possessions (except
real estate), investments, earning power, and any gain or loss
through your own efforts.

The eighth
house shows occult matters, sleep, deep research, investigation
and hidden assets. It also includes the assets of partners and
alimony. It is the house of surgery, and along with the sixth
house, it shows types of illness.

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The ninth house shows your higher mind, the superconscious.
It indicates religion, law, science, ideals, higher learning, phi-
losophy, psychology, profound mental study, your dreams and
your visions.

The tenth house shows your profession, your reputation and
your standing in the community. It indicates your ego, status,
fame, promotion, ambition, business and social activities, your
employer, the government or any other authority over you.

Here
we see the church as an organization and the opposite parent
from the one represented by your fourth house.

The eleventh house shows your capacity for friendship, your
attitude toward your friends and acquaintances and all non-
f{motional relationships.

This house shows step-children, fos-
ter children and adopted children, as well as circumstances
over which you have little control. Here we see your humanitar-

The twelfth house shows your unknown or hidden strengths
and weaknesses. It shows sorrow, suffering, limitations, hand-
icaps, secrets, seclusion, frustration and behind-the-scenes ac-
tion. It indicates places of confinement, jails, hospitals, men-
tal institutions, etc., and restraint, inhibitions, exile, secret
enemies, hidden dangers, self-undoing and clandestine affairs.
It shows the things we hide from others. Research,
background, subjective sustainment, inner consciousness, the
subconscious mind, spiritual debts to be paid (karma), but
also charity, sympathy and public welfare. It is often called
the closet or dustbin of the horoscope because it is here we
sweep away or hide problems which are too painful to face or
difficulties that we refuse to acknowliedge.

Houses Within Houses

Just as the fifth house shows your children, the ninth house
(the fifth from the fifth house) shows your children’s children;
i.e., your grandchildren. When counting houses in this man-
ner, be sure to start with the house in question. For example,
the fifth becomes house 1 as you begin your count, the sixth is
house 2, the seventh is house 3, the eighth is house 4, and the
ninth becomes house 5. The ninth house is five houses from
the fifth house.

The fourth house, as a house of endings, shows the condi-
tions at the end of your life. Thus, the eighth house shows the
end of life conditions for your children because it is four
houses from the fifth house, the house of your children.
Count: fifth, sixth, seventh, eighth.

The second house shows your money; it is second from the
first hpuse (you). Thus, the eighth house shows your partner’s
money for it is second from the seventh house (your partner).

These are just a few examples of the basic principles in-
volved in turning the wheel to glean addmonal information
from each house.
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Figure 4: Wheel of Houses This chart gives the basic meanings of
each house.
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House Division by Element

As you know from lesson 1 each sign is part of a grouping by
element. Because each sign has a natural house position, we
can group the houses in the same way, according to the ruling
element of each.

Fire: The houses of life or personal houses. People with
many planets in these houses are inspirational and dynamic.
They have great energy and enthusiasm, motivating power and
religious convictions.

First house: body.
Fifth house: soul.
Ninth house: spirit, mind.

Earth: The houses of substance or possessive houses. People
with many planets in these houses are stable and usually are
the backbone of their communities and families. Their
outlooks and vocational aptitudes are concrete and practical.

Second house: possessions, finances.
Sixth house: occupation.
Tenth house: recognition, environment.

Air: The houses of relationships or relative houses. People
with many planets in these houses are the ‘‘people who need
people.”’ These house placements all describe the individual in
relation to other members of the community.

Third house: relatives and neighbors, those we do not
select, consanguine,

Seventh house: close relationships and partners, those
we select for one to one relationships, conjugal.
Eleventh house: social and mental relationships, those
we select for shared interests, congenial.

Water: The houses of endings or terminal houses. People
with rhany planets in these houses are sensitive and feeling;
they are the psychoanalysts and religious figures. These houses
describe the innermost soul, and the probable way that we will
leave this earth. Not when, just how.
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Fourth house: the end of the physical body.

Eighth house: liberation of the soul, death.

Twelfth house: philosophic death, the results of the
course of life we choose to take.

The Division of the Houses by Quality

As you learned in lesson 1, there is another system of house
division that is also important to keep in mind. The twelve
houses can be divided into three groups of four houses each,
which correspond to the cardinal, fixed and mutable qualities.
They are called angular, succedent, and cadent.

Angular houses (corresponding to the cardinal signs): The
angular houses are the first, fourth, seventh and tenth. These
angles correspond to east (the Ascendant), west (the Descen-
dant), north (the Imum Coeli or IC) and south (the Midheaven
or MC). These are the angles, or axes, of the horoscope.
Planets in angular houses have great potential for dynamic ac-
tion and their influences are intensified. In other words, the
angular houses have cardinal qualities. Some books refer to
planets in angular houses as accidentally dignified.

Succedent houses (corresponding to the fixed signs): The
succedent houses are the second, fifth, eighth and eleventh.
They are called succedent because they follow or succeed the
angular houses. They are not as powerful, but, just like the
fixed signs, they give stability and purpose. They are also the
financial houses.

Cadent houses (corresponding to the mutable signs): The
cadent houses are the third, sixth, ninth and twelfth. These
houses do not have as much opportunity for action as the
angular houses, nor do they confer great stability like the fixed
houses, but they are adaptable and get along well with others.
They are usually referred to as the mental houses. In figure 4,
page 39, you will see the basic meanings of each house
presented in wheel form.

The Meridians

Now that you have learned the basic meaning of each house,
we will introduce you to the meridians. The meridians are
another part of the flat wheel, and they are an important fac-
tor in reading a horoscope.
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Figure 5: The equator or horizon divides the horoscope into southern
(day) and northern (night) hemispheres.
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Figure 6: The meridian divides the horoscope into eastern (rising) and

western (setting) hemispheres.
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The horizontal axis of the horoscope is called the equator or
horizon, and the vertical axis of the horoscope is called the
meridian. By using each of these divisions (figures 5 and 6) we
divide the horoscope into halves. The horizontal axis refers to
consciousness; the vertical axis refers to power.

In figure 5 the equator divides the chart into day and night
sections, because the horizon divides the chart along the
sunrise-sunset axis. The day planets are all those that appear in
a chart above the horizon, and the night planets are those that
appear below the horizon.

Generally speaking the day or light half of a horoscope
represents outgoingness and objectivity while the night section
or dark half represents subjectivity and instinct. If you have
many planets above the horizon, you will be quite objective
and you will want to rise above your position at birth. The
public and your career will be important to you. If you have
many planets below the horizon, especially if these include the
Sun and the Moon, you will be somewhat subjective and con-
tent to work behind the scenes.

In figure 6 the meridian axis divides the chart into an eastern
half and a western half. These two sections are formed when
we divide the chart along the noon to midnight axis. This meri-
dian divides the planets into rising planets and setting planets
(see figure 6). The rising planets are those in the eastern half of
the horoscope, covering the time from midnight to noon. The
setting planets are those in the western half of the chart, cover-
ing the time from noon to midnight. If there are many rising
planets in your horoscope, you have a strong free will and are
in charge of your own life. This is a sowing incarnation. If
there are many setting planets in your chart, you are more
flexible and involved with the destinies of others. This is a
reaping incarnation.

You will also note in figures 5 and 6 that we have shown the
time of day that each house represents. This becomes impor-
tant when you want to erect your own charts; you will be able
to check the accuracy of your calculations. For example, if
you know that someone was born at 2 a.m. you know that the
Sun will have to fall somewhere in the second or third house.

At the end of lesson 4, students invariably want to learn the
mathematics of erecting a horoscope.

We can’t blame them for this eagerness; this is a fascinating
subject, and of course, everyone wants to see the horoscopes
of their friends and relatives. But the knowledge you have
learned so far is only the rudimentary beginning of astrology.
It is interesting and enlightening, but like all half-knowledge,
it can be dangerous. Until you have learned more astrology,
you are bound to misunderstand and misjudge charts, and you

could do yourself and others an injustice. For these reasons,
we do not teach you how to do the calculations in this book.
We want to turn out astrologers who know how to read a
horoscope before they learn to erect one.



Lesson 5: Delineating a Chart
Introduction

In lessons 1 to 4, you have learned the most basic principles of
astrology: the signs of the zodiac, the planets, the houses, and
how all are grouped together by similarities. If you understand
these principles, and the keywords have become a part of your
subconscious, you will have little trouble learning the other
techniques and additional refinements that are a part of
delineating (interpreting) a horoscope. Logic, common sense
and a knowledge of human nature will aid you in interpreting
a horoscope if you have grasped the significance of these basic
principles.

The meanings of the signs, planets and houses are
astrological words, and we are now going to learn to put them
together to make simple astrological sentences. In learning any
language there are certain rules for constructing sentences,
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and you must learn the rules for constructing astrological
sentences as well.

Using the Keywords in Delineation

As explained in lesson 1, the flat wheel in astrology starts with
Aries on the cusp of the first house, Taurus on the cusp of the
second house, etc. Thus, the Sun in the first house will always
reflect some qualities and traits of Aries, regardless of the sign
in which the Sun is actually located. It is important that you
keep this rule in mind. ,
To illustrate, let us take an example: the Sun in Cancer in
the first house. A keyword for the Sun is the inner self. Some
keywords for Cancer include devoted, maternal, domestic and
sensitive. Keywords for the first house include identity, per-
sonality and self-expression. And, finally, keywords for Aries,
the natural first house sign, include dynamic and active.
These keywords can be put together to make an astrological
sentence:

The devoted, maternal, mner self will be expressed in an
Cancer first house

active and dynamic way.

Aries

Here’s another example: The Moon in Gemini in the fifth
house. Important keywords for the Moon are emotions and
instincts; some keywords for Gemini include versatile and
literary; keywords for the fifth house include creativity and
love you give; while keywords for Leo, natural sign of the
fiftth house, include creative and generous. Interpreted
astrologically you can say:

Emotzonally versatile, you give love generously,

Moon Gemini fifth house
Or: You are instinctive and creative in literary pursuits.
Moon fifth house Gemini

.Now let’s broaden the concept: Venus in Capricorn in the
ninth house (whose natural sign is Sagittarius). Capricorn is
responsible and cautious; Sagittarius is broad-minded and op-
timistic; Venus represents the affections and the moral
Character; and the ninth house represents bhilosophy and
aspirations. Thus, we might deduce that this individual’s
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aspirations and philosophical approach would be in a respon-
sible manner, but the natural optimism of Sagittarius would
broaden the usual cautious nature of Capricorn.

Once you understand why the house position of a planet
modifies the nature of the sign in which the planet is placed,
you will also understand why a planet operates differently
depending on the type of house it is in. For example, a person
with the Sun in Taurus (a fixed sign), placed in a cadent house
will be more adaptable and less obstinate than a person whose
Sun in Taurus falls in a succedent house. The cadent houses
correspond to mutable signs and the succedent houses corres-
pond to fixed signs. If that same Sun in Taurus were in an
angular house (corresponding to cardinal signs), the individual
might still be stubborn but would lose some of the patient and
stable qualities and become more of an initiator.

You will remember from lesson 4 that we drew an analogy
between the planets and the cast for a play. The cast does not
change; the Sun, for example, is always the inner personality,
the heart of the horoscope and the life-giver. The signs are the
roles that this cast plays, and they do not change either;
Taurus is always Taurus and retains the basic character of this
sign. However, the houses are the various settings in which the
cast portray their roles, and they can and do change a lot.
They range from the outgoing I of the first house to the
possessive mine of the second house to the people-oriented we
of the seventh house, and so on through the wheel.

With all this in mind, let us now turn our attention to the
delineation of a horoscope using the keywords we have
learned so far.

Delineating a Sample Horoscope

Figure 7 is the natal horoscope for Franklin Delano Roosevelt.
He was born on January 30, 1882 at 8:41 p.m. eastern stan-
dard time in Hyde Park, New York.

First, let us look at the general makeup of his chart. It is im-
portant to see the chart as a whole before we begin to take it
apart. Note that Roosevelt has seven planets above and three
planets below the horizon. (See the numbers in the circles in
the center of the chart.) Thus, we may conclude that this man
has many extroverted and objective qualities. He also has
three planets east and seven planets west of the meridian.
